Today’s Starting Five:

Missouri S&T concludes its short homestand Saturday as its hosts Wisconsin-Parkside -- who
has won 11 straight games -- in a 3 p.m. contest at Billy Key Court. The Miners have dropped
their last three outings and are 7-4 overall and 1-3 in the Great Lakes Valley Conference, while
the Rangers come in at 11-1 overall and 3-0 in the GLVC.

Missouri S&T enters Saturday’s game ranked 10th in NCAA Division Il in three-point shooting
defense, as it is holding its foes to 29 percent from beyond the arc. S&T has held five of its 10
10 opponents to five of fewer three-pointers this season. Saturday, S&T faces the top-ranked
team in Division Il in three-point shooting as UWP is hitting 47.4 percent from long range.

The Miners have an opportunity Saturday to do something that they haven’t done in just over
five seasons -- end an opponent’s winning streak of 10 or more games. The last time S&T
halted a winning streak of that length was on Jan. 5, 2012, when it ended Southern Indiana’s
10-game run with a win in Evansville.

The Miners’ 12-0f-12 performance at the free throw line in the Dec. 7 win over Robert Morris-
Peoria marked the first time that an S&T team had not missed a free throw in a game since Feb.
10, 2011, when the Miners went 10-0f-10 in a win at Maryville. It was the most made in a game
with a miss since Feb. 11, 2004, when the Miners were 16-0f-16 at the line in a win at Central
Missouri; the Dec. 7 contest marked just the third time since then in which an S&T team made
all of its free throw attempts in a game.

For the last three years, the Miners have finished the season with a player that has accumulated
100 assists (last year, it was Juwan Miller with 103) after not having a player reach that mark

for a decade. Miller currently has 205 career assists, which is 14 in back of Stan Shuemaker
and DeAndre Johnson for 10th all-time at S&T, while his 99 steals are 15 behind Zach Ellis for
10th. Meanwhile, Danylo Zuikov is tied with Chris Dawson for eighth place with 143 career
three-point baskets; next on the list is Duane Huddleston, who hit 171 in his Miner career.

pointers...scored a season-high 18 points vs. SJC...led the GLVC in
assist-to-turnover ratio at 3.16-to-1 two seasons ago and finished
third in the GLVC with 101 assists, which included an S&T single-
game record 13 vs. McKendree.

#15 Telloy Simon: Was one of six Miners to record a 20-point game
a year ago...scored 20 in each of the first two games this season...
averaged eight points and three rebounds per game and was one of
the team'’s top free throw shooters at 88.2 percent...hit 32 three-point
shots during the year.

#22 Brooks Gerrity: Played in 11 games a year ago...had a career-
high nine points vs. Calvary in his first start...had five assists and two
steals while shooting 43 percent from the floor...averaged 16.2 points
and connected on 36.4 percent of his three-point attempts as a high
school senior...redshirted in the 2014-15 campaign.

#24 Quinn Poythress: Recorded back-to-back 19-point games in
November...averaged 6.1 points and two rebounds per game in his

freshman season at S&T...posted a career-high 21 against Black-
burn in his first career start...was second in the GLVC in three-point
shooting at 48.3 percent...scored 20.5 points as a high school senior,
helping lead Notre Dame Regional to third in Missouri Class 4.

#25 Juwan Miller: Led the Miners with 103 assists last season,
which ranked eighth in the GLVC and was third in the league with 46
steals...averaged 7.7 points and 2.9 rebounds per game a year ago
after averaging 9.5 points, three rebounds and 4.5 assists per game
in the first 11 contests before suffering a season-ending injury in
2014-15.

#30 Jalen Myers: Currently leads S&T in scoring...transfer from
South Suburban College, where he earned second-team all-Region
IV honors a year ago...had 26 points vs. Lincoln with six three-
pointers...scored 12.7 points and pulled down 2.5 rebounds a game
while knocking down 41.7 percent of his three-point attempts...3-to-1
assist-to-turnover ratio was the 14th-best at the JUCO level.

#32 Greg Lahm: Averaged 14.9 points, 8.8 rebounds and 1.5 assists
per game during his senior year at Lindbergh High School...averaged
17 points and shot 64 percent during his junior year.

#35 Omer Aksu: Had five points and four assists vs. RMU-Peoria...
spent last season at the University of Texas-San Antonio, but did not

play.

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About the Opponent

UW-Parkside:

The Rangers enter Saturday’s contest sporting a 11-game winning streak, which started
following a 22-point loss in their season opener against Northern Michigan. During the run,
UW-Parkside -- who is also 3-0 in the Great Lakes Valley Conference after a 75-65 win
Thursday at Drury -- has outscored its opponents by an average of nearly 14 points per

game thanks to one of the best shooting teams in NCAA Division .

UW-Parkside is ranked third in the nation in field goal percentage at 53.3 percent and are

tops in nationally from behind the three-point line with a mark of 47.4 percent. Three

Rangers have made more than 20 three-pointers this season, led by Jake Verhagen’s 31,
while Adam Bonk has made 64.7 percent of his attempts and Alexander Brown has hit on

59.1 percent of his tries.

Brown leads the Rangers in scoring with an average of 16.9 points per game following a
game-high 27-point effort at Drury, while Kendale McCullum is averaging 15 per game and
Verhagen enters the contest at 11 points per outing. McCullum is also second in the GLVC
in assists with 76 and leads the GLVC with 30 steals, while UW-Parkside’s top rebounder is

Goran Zagorac with 5.8 a game.

The Rangers come into the game averaging 85.8 points per game and have scored 85 or

more points in seven of their last nine contests.

Series vs. UW-Parkside:

The Rangers hold an 8-5 lead in the all-time series, but have won just once in five tries in
Rolla. The Miners’ last win over UW-Parkside came at Billy Key Court on Feb. 15, 2014,
a 103-101 win as Nusrath Khan made two free throws before a last-second shot by the

Rangers spun out of the basket as the buzzer sounded.

UW-Parkside -- who beat the Miners 89-69 last season in Kenosha, Wis. -- posted its only
win in Rolla on Jan. 3, 2013 when it won 72-50. The Rangers are 7-3 against the Miners

since S&T joined the GLVC prior to the 2005-06 season.

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The NCAA numbers:
Missouri S&T finds itself around the top of NCAA Division Il in a few statistical categories as
the 2017 portion of the schedule gets underway this week.

With their average of 88.2 points per game, the Miners are ranked 24th in the nation in
scoring while also holding top-20 rankings in three-point defense where they rank 10th at
29 percent and in three-pointers per game at 10.7 per game that ranks 16th.

Hitting the offensive glass:

The Miners finished last season as the top-ranked offensive rebounding team in the GLVC,
pulling down just under 14 per game. That mark ranked 14th in NCAA Division Il in that
category.

S&T has an average of 13.2 offensive rebounds in the first 11 games of this season, which
ranks second to Southern Indiana in the league. Rokas Paulauskas, who already has 33
boards on the offensive end, is second in the GLVC in that category.

Miners at charity stripe:

Missouri S&T finished last season as one of the top free throw shooting teams in the GLVC,
ending up sixth with a mark of 75.1 percent. The Miners had eight regulars all connect on at
least 70 percent of their attempts and had four at better than 80 percent.

In the Nov. 16 win over Lincoln, S&T went 19-0f-23 at the free throw line and made all
seven of its attempts in the final five minutes of play, including six in the last 28 seconds.
On Nov. 25, the Miners were 25-0f-27 at the line and went eight-of-eight in the final 1:08 to
beat Missouri Southern.

S&T also had a perfect game at the charity stripe in its Dec. 7 win over Robert Morris-
Peoria, as it made all 12 of its tries that night.

Since the start of the 2013-14 season, Miner teams have made 72.8 percent (1,981 of
2,720) of their tries at the free throw line.

Three-Point shooting:

The Miners have made at least one three-point basket in 803 of the 806 games they have
played since the three-point shot went into effect at the start of the 1986-87 season. At one
point in the stretch, S&T had made at least one three-pointer in 597 consecutive games.

Missouri S&T hit 212 three-pointers last season, the 10th time in the 30 years in which the
three-point shot has been part of college basketball in which the Miners have made at least
200 in a season. S&T hit at least 10 three-pointers in a game on eight occasions and have
made 10 or more in nine of its 11 contests this season, averaging 10.7 per game which
ranks 16th in NCAA Division II.
